Small Trees—Anacacho Orchid 
Medium Shrubs—Japanese Aralia, Indian Hawthorne 
Small Shrubs—Candelilla 
Vines—Cardinal Climber, Confederate Jasmine, Carolina Jessamine 
Groundcovers—Ice Plant (aggressive), Dwarf Natal Plum,  Purpleheart, Horseherb 
(aggressive) 
Perennials—Pink Skullcap, Amaryllis, Society Garlic, Yarrow, Bi-Color Iris, Gaura, 
 Oregano, Fall Aster, Moss Verbena 
Annuals—Sleepy Daisy, Pansy, Cosmos, California Poppy, Snapdragon, Nasturtium, 
 Petunia, Portulaca, Profusion Zinnias
